New Play Policy 

You may have noticed children climbing the trees and 
making dens in the bushes in the playground at lunchtime. 
These are activities we are trialling as part of our new play 

policy which will be sent home to families next week. The 
children are really enjoying it! 
Recent research has shown that, due to our changing 
environment and safety concerns, children are being 
restricted in where and how they can play. A wide range of 

skills are developed through play and it also allows the 
beneficial exposure of children to some levels of risk and 
challenge and to learn about the consequences. Schools are 
therefore being asked by the Government to provide more 
challenging play opportunities within the carefully risk 

assessed context that already exists. New activities will all 
be individually assessed for acceptable risk and while we 
do expect some bumps and bruises along the way, we 
believe that the benefits of challenging play outweigh the 
potential disadvantages. We currently have a Playranger 

called Richard working with us at lunchtime to encourage 
the children to play more adventurously, but with safety in 
mind and to train the dinner staff to manage the play 
effectively. Please read the play policy next week for 
further details.
